Joint-stock company «Abakan Airport» (JSC «Abakan Airport»), hereinafter referred to as the «Airport», represented by the General Director Rozhnov Vyacheslav Vasilievich, acting on the basis of the Charter, as one Party, and ________________________________________, hereinafter referred to as the «Carrier», represented by the ____________________________________________, acting on the basis of ______________, as the other Party, hereinafter jointly referred to as the «Parties», and individually as the «Party», have entered into this contract (hereinafter referred to as the Contract) as follows.

1. Subject of the Contract

1.1. The Airport provides a range of services for airport and ground handling of aircraft of the Carrier, and the Carrier accepts and pays for the provided services to the Airport in the manner and under the terms of this Contract.

1.2. The place of performance of this Contract: Abakan Airport (Russia, 655313, Republic of Khakassia, Abakan, Druzhby Narodov Avenue, 59 AA1A2A3).

1.3. This Contract is valid only if the Carrier has a license to operate flights and an air operator's certificate.
2. General Provisions
2.1. Carrier Code: ____ (Russian), ____ (International).

Airport Code: АБН (Russian), АВА (International).

2.2. The Airport provides airport and ground handling of domestic and international flights of the Carrier's aircraft performing regular, additional, charter flights, as well as using Abakan Airport as an alternative one. The Carrier in turn notifies and agrees with the Airport on any changes in the flight schedule and aircraft types and provides the Airport with data on the layout and maximum take-off weight of aircraft operating flights to/from Abakan Airport.
2.3. The Airport provides airport and ground handling for the Carrier's aircraft performing additional flights, subject to the Carrier's written request and confirmation from the Airport for their acceptance and service.
2.4. When fulfilling the terms of this Contract, the Parties shall be guided by the current legislation of the Russian Federation and legislative and regulatory documents governing airport and ground handling, production and flight safety, aviation security. Registration of transportation documents and passenger service is carried out according to the requirements of legislative and regulatory documents for the air transportation organization and performance.
2.5. The relations between the parties to the Contract, the establishment of rates of charges and tariffs for airport and ground handling of aircraft are fully regulated by the legislation of the Russian Federation, regulations in force in the field of civil aviation, including Order of the Ministry of Transport No. 241 dated July 17, 2012 «On Air Navigation and Airport Fees, Tariffs for Ground Handling at the Airports and the Airspace of the Russian Federation», Order of the Federal Air Transport Service of the Russian Federation No. 125 dated May 5, 2000 «On Air Navigation and Airport Fees for Aircraft Service of Foreign Operators in the Airspace and Airports of the Russian Federation».
2.6. Documentation for the execution of work on airport and ground handling of the Carrier's aircraft, crews, and passengers includes the legislative and regulatory documents of the Airport and the legislative and documents of the Carrier agreed with the Airport.
3. Obligations and Rights of the Parties

3.1. The Airport assumes the following obligations:

3.1.1. Carry out airport services for the Carrier's aircraft according to the generally accepted rules, regulations, and other legislative and regulatory acts, based on the technical capabilities of the airport complex and the provisions of this Contract, fully, timely, and with high quality:

- provision of takeoff and landing;

- ensuring aviation security;

- provision of an air terminal complex.
3.1.2. Carry out ground handling services of the Carrier's aircraft according to the generally accepted rules, regulations, and other legislative and regulatory acts, based on the technical capabilities of the airport complex and the provisions of this Contract, namely:
- passenger service;

- handling of cargo, mail;

- ensuring the boarding or disembarking of passengers to (from) the aircraft;

- ensuring the delivery of passengers to (from) the aircraft;

- provision of on-board catering;

- provision of special services for passengers;

- provision of additional aviation security services;

- provision of information to aircraft crews when preparing for flight;

- medical examination of crew members;

- ensuring the delivery of crew members from/to the aircraft on the territory of the airport;

- provision of temporary parking at the airfield;

- provision of separate (additional) aircraft maintenance services;

- provision of other services to the Carrier (at the request of the crew) with the available resources of the Airport (personnel, equipment, materials, etc.).
3.1.3. Carry out services for the Carrier's aircraft operating flights out of schedule, subject to prior Contract with the Airport no later than 24 hours before the planned flight.

3.1.4. Inform the Carrier about the possibility of servicing the Carrier's flights out of schedule within 12 hours after receiving the request.

3.1.5. Provide information on the terms for the implementation of this Contract within 5 (five) working days at the request of the Carrier.

3.1.6. Timely inform the Carrier about the reasons for refusal and delays in aircraft acceptance as well as communicate suggestions to eliminate cases of refusal and delays in aircraft acceptance. The reason for the refusal to accept the Carrier's aircraft may be delays in payment for the Airport services over 15 (fifteen) bank days.
3.1.7. At the request of the Carrier, inform about the change (increase, decrease, cancellation, establishment of new) rates of charges, tariffs for airport and ground handling of aircraft, subject to publication in the tariff registration center, according to the current provisions, orders, and instructions of state bodies authorized in the field of air transport and civil aviation of the Russian Federation without drawing up an additional agreement on changing the rates of charges, tariffs, and prices under the Contract.
3.1.8. In case of a break in carriage due to the fault of the Carrier, as well as in the event of a flight delay, cancellation of a flight due to unfavorable meteorological conditions or for technical reasons, as well as in case of a change in the transportation route, after receiving a written application from the Carrier according to the passenger lists, the Airport undertakes to provide the Carrier's passengers at the expense of Carrier funds the following services:
- provide an opportunity to make two phone calls or two messages via e-mail (if waiting for the departure of the flight for more than 2 (two) hours);

- provide soft drinks (if waiting for the departure of the flight for more than 2 (two) hours);

- provide a baby care room for passengers with children under the age of 7 (seven) years;

- provide hot meals (if waiting for the departure of the flight for more than 4 (four) hours and then every 6 (six) hours in the daytime and every 8 (eight) hours in the nighttime);

- provide baggage storage in the storage room.
The price for the above services is set according to the approved Price List.

3.1.9. In case of international flights, at the written request from the Carrier, provide food, accommodation, ground transportation of passengers who are denied the right to enter the territory of the Russian Federation by the competent state control authorities.
3.1.10. Carry out the transfer of transportation documentation with flight coupons of air tickets, paid baggage receipts, postal and cargo invoices for accounting and control of revenue to the representative of the Carrier against signature, and by mail in case of termination of flights.
3.2. The Carrier assumes the following obligations under this Contract:
3.2.1. Operate flights strictly according to the current legislative and regulatory documents.
3.2.2. Inform the Airport about all legislative and regulatory documents and changes in them regulating air transportation, in force at the Carrier's enterprise, concerning the implementation of this Contract.
3.2.3. Coordinate with the Airport changes in the schedule of aircraft traffic through the Abakan Airport preliminarily, at least 20 (twenty) days before the establishment.
3.2.4. Ensure regular air transportation according to the schedule and the existing license (certificate) for air transportation.
3.2.5. In case of operating flights through Abakan Airport out of the schedule, provide the Airport no later than 24 hours before the flight, with the following data:
- aircraft type, MTOW;

- date and time of the flight;

- route of the transportation, type of the transported cargo and its quantity, number of passengers, possibility of additional loading and tariffs;

- need to use the lounge for officials and delegations and the VIP lounge for arriving or departing passengers;

- number of crew members;

- crew accommodation conditions;

- need for provision of on-board catering and quantity of meals;

- necessary types of services, including additional;

- payment procedure.
The Carrier performs this type of flight only after receiving written confirmation of the Operation and Dispatch Service of the Airport on the acceptance and servicing of this flight.
3.2.6. Timely provide information to the Airport about the flight time, reasons for the delay. When canceling a flight, inform the Airport at least 24 hours before the planned departure time. Within the specified period, the Carrier is obliged to take action to meet the requirements of customers and consumers of the canceled flight in the amount provided by law.

3.2.7. Submit information to the Operation and Dispatch Service of the Airport on types and numbers of aircraft to be serviced, their maximum take-off weight, data for calculating payload and center of gravity of an aircraft, no later than one hour before the departure time from Abakan airport.
3.2.8. Pay timely and in full to the Airport all charges for aircraft servicing and provision of additional services at prices in force at the time of the service provision and according to the terms of this Contract.

3.2.9. Carry out the management of loading and unloading operations on the aircraft according to the center-of-gravity diagram and loading layout.

3.2.10. Provide the Airport with a set of regulatory and information data on the types of aircraft on which flights will be performed, 7 (seven) calendar days prior to the first flight to Abakan Airport:
- certified copy of the weight and balance manual from the aircraft flight manual (AFM) with all changes and additions;

- list of necessary initial data of the aircraft for input into the database of the software complex of automated systems used by the Transportation Management Service of the Abakan Airport;

- basic empty weight and center of gravity of an aircraft according to the form;

- operational empty weight and center of gravity of an aircraft, taking into account the maintenance kit and indicating zones of its placement;

- list of the main and additional equipment indicating its weight and zones of its placement on the aircraft;

- maximum permitted weight of an aircraft;

- maximum landing weight of an aircraft;

- maximum take-off weight of an aircraft;

- recommended center of gravity range;

- rules for transportation of passengers, baggage, and cargo of the airline.
All subsequent changes and additions to the AFM, center-of-gravity diagram, and initial data for automated calculation systems, regarding loading and center of gravity of an aircraft, are supplied by the Carrier under the same conditions. If there are no changes, the Carrier confirms the previous data by the beginning of the autumn-winter and spring-summer navigation.
3.2.11. When performing international flights, the Carrier undertakes to reimburse the Airport for all expenses related to food, accommodation, ground transportation of passengers who are denied the right to enter the territory of the Russian Federation by the competent state control authorities.
3.2.12. Fulfill the requirements of border, customs, migration, sanitary, and fire safety regulations, the requirements of the environmental legislation of the Russian Federation, and be responsible for their violation according to the current legislation of the Russian Federation.

3.2.13. Strictly observe the internal regulations of the Abakan Airport according to the current provisions, orders, and instructions of the state bodies authorized in the field of air transport and civil aviation of the Russian Federation.
3.2.14. According to Article 89 of the Air Code of the Russian Federation, provide emergency pneumatic lifts for evacuation from the airfield of Carrier's aircraft of foreign (not Russian) production.

3.2.15. Upon arrival of the aircraft at the Airport, an authorized member of the Carrier's crew is obliged to provide the agent for passenger air transportation management with one copy of the load sheet for drawing up a certificate of services rendered. A crew member is an authorized representative of the Carrier to sign certificates of works performed (services rendered).
3.2.16. Conduct claims work with passengers, consignors, consignees at their request within the responsibility of the Carrier.

3.2.17. Send reliable information about the actual movement of the aircraft, the reasons and time of flight delays to the Operation and Dispatch Service of the Airport by AFTN, e-mail.
3.3. The Airport and the Carrier assume the following obligations:

3.3.1. Inform the other Party about any damage or fault of the aircraft that will be discovered during the service or become known to the service party during the service.
3.3.2. Inform the other Party about violations by the other Party of the requirements of legislative and regulatory documents governing the provision and execution of the flight.

3.3.3. Immediately notify the other Party about non-compliance with the terms of this Contract.

4. Settlements of the Parties
4.1. Payments for the services provided by the Airport under this Contract are made by the Carrier by bank transfers according to the rates of charges and the Price List at the Abakan airport published on the website http://abakan.aero/. VAT 18%, according to the current price list.

4.2. Payments for aircraft maintenance are made by the Carrier by bank transfers to the settlement account of the Airport in the amount of 100% prepayment to the bank details specified in section 10 of this Contract. Payments for aircraft maintenance are made in rubles of the Russian Federation.
The final settlement for all types of airport services provided by the Airport is made by the Carrier according to the invoices issued by the Airport on the basis of the form «С» / «А» certificates within 5 (five) bank days from the date of receipt of the invoice and the form «С» / «А» certificate by fax. The originals of the above documents are sent by mail.
The date of fulfillment of the Carrier's obligations to make settlements is the day of receipt of funds to the settlement account of the Airport.
4.3. In the event of unforeseen situations, aviation accidents in the area of ​​responsibility of the Airport (within an 8 km radius), the Airport independently and immediately takes all possible measures to provide assistance to passengers, crew, to save the Carrier's aircraft, to prevent the loss of baggage, cargo and mail. Based on the cost estimates, written documents confirming the costs incurred, and issued invoices, the Carrier shall reimburse the Airport for the costs of providing this assistance within 5 (five) banking days after receiving the above documents by fax. The originals of the documents are sent by mail.

4.4. The Carrier reimburses the costs for the services rendered by the Airport, which, according to Order of the Ministry of Transport of the Russian Federation No. 82 dated June 28, 2007, are the responsibility of the Carrier in the event of a delay, cancellation, or postponement of the Carrier's flight departure date. Reimbursement of costs incurred by the Airport is made by the Carrier within 5 (five) bank days after the Carrier receives by fax invoices and other documentation confirming the costs incurred. The originals of the above documents are sent by mail.

Payment of compensation to passengers in such cases is made by the Carrier independently; the Airport is not responsible to the Carrier's passengers and its consignors.
4.5. Meals are paid by the crews of the Carrier's aircraft in cash; as for hotel accommodation, the Carrier pays for services according to the invoices.
Provided that the aircraft crew is accommodated at the Carrier's written request at the hotel for the subsequent re-issuance of hotel bills for accommodation and/or food provision, as well as for the execution of all related financial documents, the Airport will charge the Carrier an agency fee of 5% of the cost of accommodation and/or food provision. The final settlement is made by the Carrier according to the invoices issued by the Airport within 5 (five) bank days from the date of receipt of the invoices by fax or electronic communication.
4.6. For special services for Business Class passengers in the VIP lounge, the Carrier pays to the Airport according to the current price list. The calculation is made on the basis of the lists provided by the Airport, indicating the name of the passenger and the ticket number. The total amount for servicing passengers in the VIP lounge is included in a separate line in the certificate of works performed in the form «С» / «А».
4.7. In case of contamination of the artificial surface of the Airport apron by the Carrier's aircraft (spill of fuel, special liquids, sewage, or other waste), a bilateral act of the fact of pollution is drawn up in an arbitrary form, which must be confirmed by the signatures of authorized persons from the Airport and the Carrier. In case of confirmation of guilt, the Carrier pays the Airport for the contaminated surface at the tariffs in force at the time of the fact of contamination according to the price list of the Airport. Registration of this payment is made in the certificate in the form «С» / «А».
4.8. Failure to receive funds to the settlement account of the Airport gives the Airport the right to refuse the Carrier to service its flights. At the same time, the Airport notifies the Carrier in writing of the date from which the refusal to service the aircraft will come into effect. The Carrier independently notifies its counterparties under carriage contracts about the termination of sales and is responsible for the timeliness of such notification.
4.9. The Carrier assumes all responsibility that may arise before the passengers of the aircraft, consignors, consignees, and customers of cargo, parties to other agreements in the consequence of the termination of the Airport's performance of its obligations under this Contract due to the Carrier falling into debt in payment for services provided by the Airport.
The resumption of the provision of services by the Airport begins from the moment the Carrier fully repays the resulting debt and/or pays according to the terms of this Contract the prepayment amounts for the services to be provided.
4.10. The Airport, on a quarterly basis, by the 20th day of the month following the reporting quarter, submits to the Carrier a Reconciliation Report for the reporting quarter. The Carrier signs it and returns one copy to the Airport within 10 (ten) days after receiving the Reconciliation Act. If the Carrier does not return the Reconciliation Act and if there are no disagreements received within 10 (ten) days, the Reconciliation Act is considered accepted by the Carrier and the Airport without disagreement.
5. Liability of the Parties
5.1. For non-fulfillment or improper fulfillment of the obligations assumed under this Contract, the Party at fault is liable according to the current legislation of the Russian Federation.
5.2. In the event of non-payment or delay in payment by the Carrier within the timeframes specified in Section 4 of this Contract, penalties in the amount of 1/300 of the Bank of Russia refinancing rate are charged on the overdue amount for each day of delay, which are transferred by the Carrier to the settlement account of the Airport.
5.3. The Parties are liable for damage caused by their fault to the aircraft, special vehicles, buildings, structures, equipment, etc. according to the current legislation at the time of damage. The Party at fault for the damage is determined without fail documentary, by drawing up a bilateral act signed by the Parties.

5.4. The Airport is liable for compliance with the established requirements for ensuring the safety of flights during ground handling of the Carrier's aircraft according to the requirements of the governing documents and for the provision of services according to the established standards.
5.5. All claims received by the Airport and arising from the contract for the carriage of passengers, baggage and/or cargo by air on the Carrier's flights are sent by the Airport to the Carrier for consideration according to the Air Code of the Russian Federation.
5.6. Failure to perform the declared work (service) is documented by drawing up an act signed by the representatives of the Airport and the Carrier indicating the work (service), its tariff, date, flight number, aircraft type. The act is the basis for filing a claim in the prescribed manner.
5.7. The Airport, in its area of responsibility, is liable for the full implementation of the standards, rules, and procedures ensuring aviation security, as well as for fire-fighting, search, ornithological, and rescue support of the flights of the Carrier's aircraft.
6. Dispute Resolution
6.1. The Parties undertake to resolve all disputes and disagreements that may arise between them from the application or interpretation of this Contract through direct bilateral negotiations.

6.2. If the disputed issue cannot be settled between the Parties through negotiations, it is subject to resolution in the Arbitration Court of the Republic of Khakassia.
7. Force Majeure
7.1. The Parties are exempt from liability for partial or complete failure to fulfill obligations under this Contract if such failure was the result of force majeure circumstances.
7.2. The Parties agreed to classify the following as force majeure circumstances: flood, fire, earthquake, other natural disasters, wars, hostilities, mass disturbances, actions and decisions of state bodies, blockade, strike, as well as other circumstances beyond the reasonable control of the Parties that have arisen after signing this Contract and preventing the Parties from fulfilling their obligations under this Contract.
7.3. In the event of force majeure, the relevant Party must inform the other Party without delay. The notice must contain data on the nature of the circumstances, as well as official documents certifying the existence of these circumstances and, if possible, giving an assessment of their expected duration and impact on the possibility of fulfilling obligations under this Contract.
7.4. Untimely notification of force majeure or failure to provide supporting documents deprives the Party of the right to release from obligations under this Contract.
7.5. The Parties suspend this Contract and make the final settlement under the Contract in the event of the continuation of force majeure for a period of more than 3 months.
8. Confidentiality of Information
8.1. Each of the Parties to the Contract undertakes to maintain strict confidentiality of all information constituting a commercial secret of the Parties received from the other Party during the implementation of this Contract, and will take all possible measures to protect this information from disclosure.
8.2. The transmission of confidential information to third parties, publication, or other disclosure of this information during the period of the Contract and within 3 (three) years after its termination, may be carried out only by mutual agreement of the Parties or in cases stipulated by law.
9. Other Conditions
9.1. This Contract comes into force from the moment of signing by both Parties and is valid until _______________. The validity of the Contract is deemed to be extended for each next calendar year on the same conditions if none of the Parties declares its termination in writing 30 (thirty) calendar days prior to the expected expiration date of the Contract.

9.2. All changes and additions to this Contract are its integral part and are valid if they are drawn up in writing and signed by authorized representatives of both Parties.
9.3. Either Party may terminate this Contract ahead of time by notifying the other party in writing 30 (thirty) calendar days prior to its termination.
9.4. Termination of the Contract does not relieve the Carrier from the need to pay off arrears in payment for services rendered and payment of penalties.
9.5. In the event of a change in the address and (or) bank details of one of the Parties, this Party undertakes to notify the other Party within 7 calendar days.
9.6. Any notifications or messages from one Party to another must be transmitted in writing by mail (registered mail), as well as simultaneously by fax, e-mail, or by telegraph.
All information is sent to the addresses and telephone numbers of the Parties, which are given in the Contract, or were received from each other in writing.
9.7. Documents sent by fax or telegraph have full legal force.
9.8. In everything else that is not provided for by this Contract, the Parties are guided by the current legislation of the Russian Federation.
9.9. This Contract is drawn up in English in two copies identical in content, with equal legal force, one copy for each of the Parties.

Joint-stock company «Abakan Airport» (JSC «Abakan Airport»), hereinafter referred to as the «Airport», represented by the General Director Rozhnov Vyacheslav Vasilievich, acting on the basis of the Charter, as one Party, and ________________________________________, hereinafter referred to as the «Carrier», represented by the ____________________________________________, acting on the basis of ______________, as the other Party, hereinafter jointly referred to as the «Parties», and individually as the «Party», have entered into this agreement (hereinafter referred to as the Agreement), which is an integral part of the contract, as follows.
1. Operations under this Agreement are carried out by the Airport ground handling personnel, who have undergone theoretical and practical training under the Program of retraining of airline and airport personnel to perform work during aircraft ground handling at transit airports and who have received the appropriate admission to aircraft ground handling. The necessary theoretical and practical training of the Airport personnel on aircraft ground handling is carried out by the Carrier at its own expense. The Airport admits to servicing the aircraft of the Carrier only those personnel, who have permits and have completed the necessary training timely.

Upon mutual written agreement of the Parties, valid certificates of the Airport personnel for ground handling of the corresponding type of aircraft are recognized during ground handling of the Carrier's aircraft, which have been received according to the established procedure, including from other airlines.
2. The Carrier provides the Airport with the Program (manual, regulations, instructions) for aircraft anti-icing services. If the specified document is not provided, the Carrier undertakes to accept aircraft anti-icing services on the basis of the Aircraft Anti-icing Manual (instructions) valid at Abakan Airport.
3. The Airport provides additional ground handling services for the Carrier's aircraft operating regular flights to Abakan Airport according to clause 4.18 of Appendix 1 to Order of the Ministry of Transport of the Russian Federation No. 241 dated July 17, 2012 (except for clauses 4.18.10, 4.18.11, 4.18.12, 4.18.13, 4.18.15).
4. The decision to take off is made by the aircraft commander upon completion of ground handling and after the pre-flight inspection of the aircraft by the crew members according to the Aircraft Flight Manual.
5. Operational cooperation of the Parties in the implementation of work under the Agreement in terms of determining the sequence of preparation of flights, the use of special vehicles, etc., is carried out by agreement of the Parties through the Operation and Dispatch Service of the Airport.

6. The aircraft is equipped with a maintenance kit.
7. There is no provision for a reserve fund of equipment at Abakan Airport. If necessary, the aircraft maintenance and repair are carried out by the Carrier or other organizations the Carrier has contracts for these works with.
8. At the request of the Customer's crew, the Airport may provide other additional services according to the Price List of airport fees, ground handling tariffs, and additional services (works) provided by the Airport. The basis for the performance of work is the application of the Representative or a member of the Customer's crew. The works performed are formalized and recorded in the relevant documentation.
9. If the Airport is unable to provide the services mentioned in clauses 3, 8 of this Agreement, the Airport immediately informs the Carrier about it by AFTN or e-mail. In this case, the Airport is not responsible for the failure to provide services under this Agreement.
10. The Carrier is obliged to:

- in the person of the aircraft commander, decide to take off the aircraft from Abakan Airport after the pre-flight inspection with the provision of a copy of the document confirming the readiness of the aircraft for departure to the ground handling personnel of the serving company.

Agreement on the provision of discounts

Open joint-stock company «Abakan Airport» (JSC «Abakan Airport») hereinafter referred to as the «Airport», represented by the General Director Rozhnov Vyacheslav Vasilievich, acting on the basis of the Charter, as one Party, and _________________________________ hereinafter referred to as the «Carrier», represented by the __________________________________ acting on the basis of _______________________, as the other Party, hereinafter jointly referred to as the «Parties», and individually as the «Party», have entered into this agreement supplementary to the contract No.____ dated _____________ (hereinafter referred to as the Contract) as follows.

1. When the Carrier operates a regular flight № ____________ on the route __________________ in the period from ____________ to ____________, corresponding to the terms of the paragraph ____________ of the Regulations on the provision of discounts at JSC «Abakan Airport», the Airport (service party) when making calculations of payments for ground and airport services for the specified flight applies discounts (discount) in the amount of: ________________________________________.

2. If changes are made to the schedule or flight scheme by the Carrier, resulting in non-compliance of the flight with the conditions for granting the assigned discounts, the Airport terminates the provision of discounts and informs the Carrier about this by fax 3 working days before the Carrier operates the next flight. In this case, the additional agreement on the provision of discounts terminates from the date specified in the notification. Payments between the Carrier and the Airport will be made without discount provision.

3. In the event of a debt owed by the Carrier in the amount exceeding the average cost of servicing 4 (four) flights of this Carrier, the Carrier loses the right to receive a discount; the Airport informs the Carrier about this by fax 3 working days before the Carrier operates the next flight. In this case, the additional agreement on the provision of discounts terminates from the date specified in the notification. Payments between the Carrier and the Airport will be made without discount provision. Provision of discounts can be resumed subject to repayment of the debt by the Carrier.

4. By signing this supplementary agreement, the Carrier confirms familiarity with the terms of the current edition of the Regulations on the provision of discounts at JSC «Abakan Airport».

5. During the validity period of this supplementary agreement, the discount amount may be changed by the Airport unilaterally. The discount amount to be applied must be approved by the order of the head of the Airport, about which the Carrier is notified 10 days before the change in the discount amount by fax.

6. Either Party has the right to unilaterally terminate this supplementary agreement by notifying the other Party at least 10 days before the date of termination, except for the cases provided for in paragraphs 2, 3 of this supplementary agreement.

7. The Parties have established that at the conclusion of this supplementary agreement and in the process of its execution or termination, all documents transmitted by fax or e-mail have legal force on a par with the originals of documents if this can be reliably established that the document comes from the Party under the contract (the signature of the authorized person and the round seal of the organization). A facsimile copy of the supplementary agreement, as well as documents transmitted in the process of its execution, is valid until the original documents are provided. Subsequent provision of originals of documents is required.

8. This supplementary agreement comes into force from the moment of its signing by the Parties, is an integral part of the contract (agreement) No._________ dated __________________ for airport and ground handling of aircraft at «Abakan Airport»

9. This supplementary agreement is drawn up in two copies with equal legal force, both copies are identical. One copy belongs to the Carrier; the second one belongs to the Airport.
